Other Tidbits

The Sacrifice of Praise

"Through Him, therefore, let us constantly and at all times
offer up to God a sacrifice of praise, which is the fruit of
lips that thankfully acknowledge and confess and glorify
His name”

(Hebrews 13:15, AMP).
